a. Update/report on Summer Lake North development by District Manager/District Engineer/District Legal Counsel

Summer Lake North SLN
Pump station #3 is completed.  They have been testing and running water for the last three weeks. The RD 799 Staff have had two days of training.  The training was not as complicated as we expected.  The control water is computerized, it is programmed.  It should run on its own without any input.  We were told not to open the panels.  If there are any problems call Tesco. Tesco is the company that installed the pump. The computerized panels can be defaulted to run manually if necessary.  The only thing that has not been tested is the back-up generator. They are awaiting a permit from Bay Area Air Resources. The back-log is up to eighteen months.  Painting of the structure inside/outside should begin on Monday.

The old pump station is scheduled to be decommissioned on July 30, 2025.  Which entails taking apart of the old pump and disconnecting power.  The old parts and pumps will be stored in our yard.  The old pump hasn’t run for the last month.  The dirt for backfill has been tested and is safe to use.  Final repair and patching will be done on Sandmound Blvd.  The old pump station location will be given back to the owners.  The ramp will remain.  Fencing will be replaced. Everything will be fixed and put where it belongs in the completion.
