a. Update/report on Summer Lake North development by District Manager/District Engineer/District Legal Counsel

Summer Lake North SLN
Still waiting to officially own pump station #3.  The contractor is waiting for an inspection with Con Fire. Once that is completed then the final approval permit from the City of Oakley will be issued.  Hopefully in the next few months.

Trustee Price asked if there had been many complaints about the construction of pump station #3.  DM Alvarez stated that some of the surrounding homeowners have complained that there is structural damage to their homes.  RD 799 is not involved with these issues and has referred the homeowners to DeNova Homes and the City of Oakley with their concerns.  A question of a property line between DeNova and a homeowner has been resolved.

We have a railcar coming from an agreement made between RD 799 and DeNova a few years.  The railcar will serve as a bridge. To the west of pump station# 3, on a triangular piece of property that we own has a ditch on it. Before the new levee was put in, we would walk our excavator around the ditch, then proceed to clean the area.  With the new levee installed RD 799 mitigated with DeNova to buy a railcar to use as a bridge. It should be delivered in a few weeks.  We will be placing the railcar in using our own crew. If we need to enlist help with this task we will reach out at that time.

b. Discussion and consideration of authorizing the signature of the Engagement Letter for Bowman and Company to provide auditing services for Fiscal Year Ending 2025*

A motion was made by Trustee price and seconded by President Senior to authorize the signatures for Bowman and company to provide auditing serves for Fiscal year 2025.  The vote showed five trustees in favor.  Motion carried
