1. Call to Order/Roll Call: The meeting was called to order at 6:04 pm.  Present for the meeting were President Senior and Trustees Pierce, Mazotti and Lipary.  Absent was Trustee Price.

Others present at the meeting included District Manager Alvarez, and District Secretary Holder.

DM Alvaraz noted that on the warrant list, there is a charge for $2,716.75 to Bethel Island Storage.  The charge is for car ports that we purchased for the storage yard.  These car ports will go with the storage containers RD 799 bought a few years back with the intention of building some sort of covered area that the crew could work under and store equipment under.  We currently have no covered areas that can protect us and our equipment during various weather inclement.  We are in the planning stages as far as where we will put them in the yard and we would like to have electricity and better lighting for the storage yard.  Luckily, we have the equipment and labor to complete this project using our own crew.  This project will be very beneficial to our district.

A motion was made by Trustee Pierce and seconded by Trustee Mazotti to approve items a – c on the consent calendar.  The vote showed four in favor.  (Trustee Price was absent) Motion carried.

a. Update/report on Summer Lake North development by District Manager/District Engineer/District Legal Counsel



Summer Lake North (SLN)
We continue to wait to officially own pump station #3.  At this point, it probably won’t happen until after the first of the year.  We have notified our insurance of taking ownership but currently we have put a hold on this until the approval comes through.  DeNova Homes will continue to pay PG & E, and any other expenses occurred.  

The MOU with the City of Oakley has been at a standstill.  The City of Oakley has been busy with other projects, like the widening of East Cypress Road. Our concerns are that we own the levee and we are concerned with liability and damage. There are many aspects of this project that we will not own.  At this point it is only a verbal agreement with the City of Oakley but until it is in writing we may be liable.  

Update on the railcar.  Railcars are hard to find, so Ryan suggested getting two 42-foot flat truck trailers.  Putting them together would be wider than a railcar, DeNova is willing to pay for anything that will satisfy our bridge.  Ryan did some research and located a couple of trailers for sale.   Yesterday, Gabe went to Salinas to check them out.  They seem to fit our needs. We need to check with DeNova Homes.
