1. Call to Order/Roll Call: The meeting was called to order at 6:02 pm. Present for the meeting were President Senior and Trustees Pierce, Mazotti and Lipary. Absent was Trustee Price.

Others present at the meeting included District Manager Alvarez, District Levee Superintendent Brunham and District Secretary Holder.

3. Special Message from the Board President

President Senior commended Trustee Pierce for his service as a board member for the last nine years on RD 799.  He thanked Trustee Pierce for all his hard work, knowledge and dedication that he brought to the RD 799 board.  

Trustee Pierce stepped down from office.

4. Administration of Oaths of Office for Jim Price, Matt Lipary, and Janelle Byrkit*

District Secretary Holder announced that the Contra Costa County Board of Supervisors had accepted the recommendations to appoint Jim Price, Matt Lipary and Janelle Byrkit to serve on the Board of Trustees of Reclamation District 799 for a term of four years, commencing in December 2025 and ending in December 2029.

Matt Lipary and Janelle Byrkit took the Oath for the Office of Trustee, Reclamation District 799.  Trustee Price was absent and will take his Oath at a future date.

Newly appointed Trustee Byrkit joined the other trustees at the board table.

a. Update/report on Summer Lake North development by District Manager/District Engineer/District Legal Counsel

Summer Lake North (SLN)
Nothing to report out. The District is still waiting to take over the official ownership of Pump Station #3.

Staff reached out to the City of Oakley about the MOU and has not heard back.  As was stated before, the City of Oakley is busy with other projects.  Staff will continue to reach out to remind them that RD 799 would like to get moving forward with this document.

b. Discussion of and consideration of authorizing execution of a new Professional Services Agreement for Julie Hugel for Office Manager duties*

District Manager Alvarez stated that the Professional Services Agreement with Julie Hugel is a standard agreement that the District has had in place since she began to work for the District.  It has been set up to review every two years.  He recommended extending the term to three years.

A motion was made by Trustee Mazotti and seconded by trustee Lipary to authorize the execution of a new Professional Service Agreement for Julie Hugel for Office Manager for a term of three years.  The vote showed four trustees in favor (Trustee Price was absent).  Motion carried.

The trailers that were purchased are in place and serve as a bridge to transport heavy equipment.  The crew has crossed the bridge a few times already and they work perfectly.

A big tree had blown down on Rock Slough into the water, and District Staff notified Department of Fish and Wildlife.  It had many tags on it; it had always been leaning.  Staff suggested leaving it in the water as a natural habitat and they agreed.
