a. Presentation by Department of Water Resources representatives regarding Phase II of the Dutch Slough Tidal Marsh Restoration Project*

b. Update/report on Summer Lake North development by District Manager/District Engineer/District Legal Counsel

Summer Lake North (SLN)
Still waiting for the final building permits on Pump Station #3.  The developers have hired contractors to do fire mitigation. RD799 still does not own the property, but we are operating and maintaining it.

c. Discussion and consideration of adoption of Resolution # 2026-4 “Adopting Initial Study and Mitigated Negative Declaration for the Multi-Benefit Project on Hotchkiss Tract funded under the California Department of Water Resources Delta Levees Program – Project Funding Agreement HO-24-1.0 SP” *

Engineer Mirmazaheri was in attendance to present the project and answer any questions.  Engineer Mirmazaheri gave the background of this Grant. He stated that DWR has granted RD 799 $600,0000 to plan and design the Hotchkiss Tract Rehabilitation Project.  The project includes both levee rehabilitation and habitat enhancement.  The Initial Study, Mitigated Negative Declaration, and Scope of Work (SOW) are part of the planning documents.  The Mitigated Declaration requirements were sent to the local newspaper and posted on the RD 799 website for 30 days.  A comment letter from Fish and Wildlife was received and addressed and included in the ISMND.
	
A motion was made by Trustee Price and seconded by Trustee Mazotti to adopt Resolution 2026-4 “Adopting Initial Study and Mitigated Negative Declaration for the Multi-Benefit Project on Hotchkiss Tract funded under the California Department of Water Resources Delta Levee Program-Project Funding Agreement HO-24-1.0SP”-subject to the revised mitigation measures by staff.  The vote showed five trustees in favor.  Motion passed.
